All scholarship applications must be approved by the Scholarship Committee and the Budget and Finance Committee at their discretion.
5. Applicant’s Father must qualify by attending one of the following:  Half of the stated meetings for the year (6), or all the fundraisers schedule for the year of the application.
6. Scholarship payments will be for a maximum of 10 semesters or until the applicant reaches age 24.  The amount of payment will be based on the number of semester hours successfully completed commensurate with the number of applications received and approved.  Maximum payments will be $500 for vocational school, $800 for two-year college, and $1000 for four-year college.

7. Scholarship checks will be issued to the Father of applicant during the regular communication of the Lodge on the second meeting night of the month as follows:
